Obedience doesn’t just come naturally as it must be tied with a willingness to be available to the things of the Lord, which requires walking by faith and not by sight.  Obedience and faith are linked together, however, millions today, even in churches, are not walking in obedience.  Acts 6:7 tells us that “…the word of God spread, and the number of the disciples multiplied in Jerusalem…”  The later part of that verse in the NCV version reads that “…a great number of the Jewish priests believed and obeyed.”  There is no one, no matter their title or worldly recognition of whom the Lord lovingly watches to see if they will not only believe, but obey.   The Apostle Paul’s words in Romans 12:2 reads, “And do not be conformed to this world, but be transformed by the renewing of your mind, that you may prove what is that good and acceptable and perfect will of God.”  Knowing, and obeying the “perfect will of God” is more important than at any other time of our lives, because soon and very soon this life will be over, and it will be then that we will be giving an account of what we did while on earth.  Every person desires to hear the Lord say to them the words Jesus spoke in His parable; “Well done, good and faithful servant, you have been faithful over a few things, I will make you ruler over many things.  Enter into the joy of your Lord” (Mt. 25:21). 
                              
While I don’t mean to say I’ve heard an audible voice, however, I’ve heard in my inner spirit the loving words from Jesus that it is time for His church is to be obedient and for His people to “Get the Job Done!”  The opposite of “obedience” is rebellion, and rebellion can cost a person much more than they ever expected to pay.  Isaiah 1:19-20 says that, “If you are willing and obedient, you shall eat the good of the land; but if you refuse and rebel, you shall be devoured by the sword; for the mouth of the Lord has spoken.”  God is looking for individuals who He can give authority to, and one way He goes about finding such a person is by passing along jobs and responsibilities to see how they will respond, all the while looking for obedience and faithfulness.
                               
In General Patton’s Principles for Life and Leadership, he says, “Picking the right leader is the most important task of any commander.”  Patton says, “I line up the candidates and say, ‘Men, I want a trench dug behind warehouse ten.  Make this trench eight feet long, three feet wide and six inches deep.  While the candidates are checking their tools out of the warehouse, I watch them from a distance.  They puzzle over why I want such a shallow trench.  They argue over whether six inches is deep enough for a gun emplacement.  Some complain that such a trench should be dug with power equipment.  Others gripe that it is too hot or too cold to dig.  If the men are above the rank of lieutenant, there will be complaints that they should not be doing such lowly labor.  Finally, one man will order, ‘What difference does it make what he wants to do with this trench!  Let’s get it dug.’  That man will get the promotion.  The Bible clearly teaches that when it comes to the blessings of God, we’re not waiting on God, He is waiting on us, and He’s waiting on our obedience.  Obedience will lead you into the most exciting times and days of your life, and you’ll soon see that victory and blessings will be yours far more than you could have ever imagined.
                                      
Maybe He’s been trying to talk to you about being obedient, about some adjustments needing to be made in your life.  Like those under Patton’s command, no matter how insignificant or large God’s instructions may be to you…obey them!  What may seem insignificant now may cause you to avoid serious consequences later.  God’s directions are always for His kids…His children…His families, best interest.   “Get the Job Done!”
