He Is Really Good!
 
Psalm 145:8 & 9 in the NLT reads this way:  “The Lord is merciful and compassionate, slow to get angry and filled with unfailing love.  The Lord is good to everyone.  He showers compassion on all his creation.”
The CEV translation reads, “You are merciful, Lord!  You are kind and patient and always loving.  You are good to everyone, and you take care of all your creation.”
 
Today we live in a saddened society laced with those who accuse, defame, slander, insult, libel, denigrate, disparage, offend and vilify another person(s) by way of their words, literally speaking wicked things over others.  Almost daily headlines print literal garbage of profane words one person has spoke against another, company, and at times, even the church.  For some of us we can remember past days when it was totally unheard of for any company, big or small, to speak out against another company they were in competition with.
 
More than sixty years ago when men such as Oral Roberts started preaching the Gospel in tent meeting’s and churches, they preached and spoke about God saying; He is Really Good!  It was during such times that many other preachers from various denominations actually got mad at him for saying those things.  A great number of preachers who began ‘singing that song’ were even from backgrounds commonly referred to as Full Gospel churches.  But it became quite clear that when ministers and church folks began witnessing blind eyes opened; health returning to people’s bodies; the lame beginning to walk; and the deaf hearing, that many of these same folks began to see that ‘He is really good’!  Some of these same individuals had been told that it was God who made them sick.  They had been told that it was God who had put the pain and disease in their bodies to teach them something.  Many were told that sometimes it simply was not God’s will to heal them, while others were told that God wasn’t in the healing business today.  Imagine with me how shocked some people were when men such as Roberts first made his bold statement that God was a good God and that He wanted them well.  While there were still some who maintained their “bold” stand in unbelief, there were others…many others…whose attitude toward healing began to change.  Faith began to rise up in their hearts, and do you know what?  Miracles began to take place in churches across America.  
 
Once a person begins to know, understand, and believe the truth taught in the Bible that He is really good; blessing upon blessing of miracles and life-changing transformation began to take place right in front of the eyes of those, who in times past had not believed.  At our CRA Conference last year Bob and Peggy Groff were two of the attendees.  Months before the Conference Bob had been tested by an ear specialists and then given the report that he had nerve damage in his left ear, and as a result the only way to correct his hearing was though the use of an electronic hearing aid.  Bob said that since he had been struggling with this situation for years that he felt it was time to make the “big” purchase.  Laughingly, yet truthfully, Bob said that by this time he had begun “to use the word ‘huh’ as a regular part of his vocabulary.”  Here are the words of Bob:  “It was Sunday, Dale and Jeannie were preparing for the message.  Jeannie said that she felt the Holy Spirit had showed her a couple of people would receive a healing for their hearing.  At one point during the service Jeannie felt led to share this and ask for those that wanted a healing with their ears to come forward.  About that time, Peggy (my wife) poked me in the ribs and said, “that’s for you, get up and go to the front to receive your healing.”  Bob said to her, “But honey, I just got a new hearing aid, should I do that?...What was I thinking!  She said, you must believe and be willing to receive.”  Bob came forward and as he held his hand open to receive from God knowing He is really good, that his hearing was restored.  Bob says, “There I stood healed, with my hearing restored, and knowing that I was truly worthy of receiving His gift of love.”
 
Why should we be surprised?  Doesn’t Hebrews 13:8 (which is engraved on many communion tables in today’s churches) say:  “Jesus Christ is the same yesterday, today, and forever,” and He demonstrated all the way through the New Testament that they “brought to him people who were lame, blind, crippled, those who couldn’t speak, and many others.  They laid them before Jesus, and He healed them all” (Mt. 15:30).
