Just How Much?
 
Who doesn’t remember the song we often sang when we ourselves were little more than children.  What’s the song?  “Jesus loves me this I know.  For the Bible tells me so.  Little ones to Him belong, they are weak but He is strong.  Yes!  Jesus loves me.  Yes!  Jesus loves me.  Yes!  Jesus loves me, the Bible tells me so.”  By the time you’ve read those familiar words, I am fairly well convinced in my own spirit that you’ve not only been reading, but you’ve been singing them as well!
 
The question is:  Do you honestly realize those words are to be to us much more than just a song we sing?  Within those words lie the most powerful truth ever declared, and that is that Jesus loves you!  If you really knew how much He really does love you, then you’d be fully persuaded that there is nothing that He wouldn’t do for you!  According to Vines Complete Expository Dictionary, that word ‘nothing’ means there is “not even anything;” “nothing at all;” “nothing at any time,” He will not do for you.  If, as you read the words of this CRA Moment you are going through a difficult time…perhaps a sickness in a family member; a death of a loved one; a feeling of despair over job or financial loss; if you are feeling your footing has slipped, and your knees feeling weak…remember this!  Jesus loves you!
 
One speaker I recently heard said:  “I’m convinced that the most dangerous person on this planet is the born-again, child of God who knows how much they’re loved.  The most fearsome person on this planet is the born-again believer who is so confident as a person, and filled with God’s love for them.”  Then a question was asked:  “Why is such a person so dangerous?  Because they’re not afraid of anything!  No-thing!  Why is such a person so dangerous?  How can they be so bold?  Because He loves me!”  If you really knew how much He loves you then you’d know there’s nothing He wouldn’t do for you!”  What could possibly be wrong with that?  Consider this.  If you really knew how much He loves you…then you’d know that there is nothing He wouldn’t do THROUGH you!  If you knew how much He loves you, then you’d also know there is nothing He couldn’t and wouldn’t do for OTHERS through you!  How can you know?  Here’s the proof!  Because the Bible tells me so!
 
Feeling small?  Listen to this!  Deuteronomy 7:7-8, “The Lord did not set His love on you nor choose you because you were more in number than any other people, for you were the least of all peoples; but because the Lord loves you…”  The Psalmist David said in Psalm 41:11, “By this I know that You are well pleased with me because my enemy does not triumph over me.”  The prophet Isaiah in Isaiah 54:10, “For the mountains shall depart and the hills be removed, but My kindness shall not depart from you, nor shall My covenant of peace be removed, says the Lord, who has mercy on you.”  Listen to these last words spoken by David before his earthly departure:  “The Spirit of the Lord spoke by me, and His word was on my tongue.  The God of Israel said, the Rock of Israel spoke to me…He has made with me an everlasting covenant, ordered in all things and secure. For this is all my salvation and all my desire; will He not make it increase?” (2 Sam. 23: 2-3a; & 5).
 
You and I have not been saved by the blood of Jesus just so we could sit in our easy chair and watch more TV.  You and I have not been saved by the blood of Jesus in order that we can fill more days with fishing, hunting, or playing badminton!  While there is nothing wrong with these and other enjoyable areas of this life, it’s important to hear again that Jesus loves you so much that He has a specific purpose for your life, which was planned out before you were even a twinkle in anyone’s eye!  David words remind us that the eyes of the Lord “saw my substance, being yet unformed.  And in Your book they all were written.  The days fashioned for me, when as yet there were none of them” (Psalm 139:16).  Do you really know what that means?  It even means the day of death has been determined even before the day of your birth!  Jesus loves me…just how much?  More than enough, and in that “more,” we are to be reminded:  “For we are His workmanship, created in Christ Jesus for good works, which God prepared beforehand that we should walk in them” (Eph. 2:10).
